For hand-in tasks, students are to submit the
assessment to the Head Teacher on return to
school before 9am.

For in -class tasks, alternate assessment
arrangements will be made by the Classroom
Teacher and Head Teacher.

Iliness/Misadventure Form completed and
returned within 3 school days.

Faculty Head Teacher determines outcome if
necessary.

Students may appeal a decision via the following avenues:

A request for review may be sought by
outlining reasons for review in writing to the
Head Teacher. This will be conducted by the

Head Teacher and Deputy Principal.
